FIRST REQUEST FOR ADMISSIONS


Defendant JOHN DOE, by and through his undersigned attorney, pursuant to the applicable Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, requests the Plaintiff admit or deny the following:

1. Admit that the Plaintiff was the original Lender of the promissory Note that is the subject of this action.   

2. Admit that the Plaintiff transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to another person and/or entity.  For purposes of this Request for Admissions, the transferee shall be identified as “B”.      

3. Admit that when the Plaintiff transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “B”, such transfer was not accomplished by an indorsement of the Note.

4. Admit that when the Plaintiff transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “B”, such transfer was not accomplished by an assignment.

5. Admit that “B” transferred its interest in the promissory Note to another person and/or entity.  For purposes of this Request for Admissions, this transferee shall be identified as “C”.

6. Admit that when “B” transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “C”, such transfer was not accomplished by an indorsement of the Note.

7. Admit that when “B” transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “C”, such transfer was not accomplished by an assignment.

8. Admit that “C” transferred its interest in the promissory Note to another person and/or entity.  For purposes of this Request for Admissions, this transferee shall be identified as “D”.

9. Admit that when “C” transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “D”, such transfer was not accomplished by an indorsement of the Note.

10. Admit that when “C” transferred its interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action to “D”, such transfer was not accomplished by an assignment.

11. Admit that at least one transfer of the subject promissory Note as mentioned above, was a a bulk transfer. 

12. Admit that the promissory Note that is the subject of this action was part of a repurchase agreement.

13. Admit that the promissory Note that is the subject of this action was in default at the time the current owner of it first obtained the right to enforce it.

14. Admit that the promissory Note that is the subject of this action was pooled and deposited into a securitized trust.

15. Admit that Mortgage Electronic Registration Systems, Inc. never took actual physical possession of the promissory Note that is the subject of this action.

16. Admit that Mortgage Electronic Registration Systems, Inc., never owned a beneficial interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action.

17. Admit that Mortgage Electronic Registration Systems, Inc. did not have agency authority to transfer a beneficial interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action.

18. Admit that Mortgage Electronic Registration Systems, Inc., had no right to transfer an interest in the promissory Note that is the subject of this action.

19. Admit that the original monthly payment of principal, interest and escrowed real estate taxes failed to properly and account for escrowed real estate taxes.
